Note: This process affects how the individual end system
responds when clicking on the “TELNET TO DEVICE”
option. It does not change the default telnet action for any
other computer that will be used to browse to the same

Scrutinizer server.

How to replace the Telnet option in Scrutinizer with an SSH client

“Application used to perform action” defines what
program to use. Rundll32 is the default. Use %l
to specify the IP Address to pass.

In this example, using browse to select the PUTTY
program (i.e. a free ssh utility). At the end, append
a %l to pass the IP.

This will now launch PUTTY to the IP address when someone types in a URL of
on the local computer or clicks the telnet icon on any Scrutinizer web server.

Remember, this change is made on the local computer, not the Scrutinizer server.
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
